Census 2011 and Disability
Why disabled people need to be counted?

The Census in 2001 showed that in our country 2.1% of the population are persons with disability. This is too low a figure as compared to the estimate of international organizations. 

Census figure is the basis for the Govt. to plan and allocate money for the welfare and development of different sections of the society. If all persons with disability are not counted then the amount allocated will not be adequate for their development. Therefore, it is important that every person with disability is counted in this forthcoming Census.

When does the Census take place?
It takes place throughout India between 9 to 28th February 2011.
Who will conduct the Census?


Local school teacher, Anganwadi worker or the person assigned will be visiting every household to take the Census. All the 30 questions in the survey form should be answered by the family members of Disabled persons, along with question no.9 which is specific to disability.
Is there a separate question to count disabled person in the census survey form?


Yes. In the Census Survey form Question No.9 is exclusively meant for disabled people. This is given in the box.
Is it necessary to produce proof to verify disability?

No proof is necessary to verify disability. Anyone experiencing any impairment and disability mentioned in question No.9 is counted as a disabled person, irrespective of his or her level of disability and age. No one needs to produce medical certificate or National ID card or any other document to the people conducting the Census to verify or to prove disability. The 40% disability criteria for entitlements to Govt. benefits do not apply here. 
Elderly people with any impairment or disability can also be counted as disabled people.
How is the Census information used by the Govt.?
The Census information can be used by the Govt. only for the purpose of planning. None of the information from the Census can be used for any other purpose against any person. The information provided by the citizens of India in the Census is strictly confidential bylaw.
