� Need to provide inputs on the general health system in view of prevention during training programmes for partner organization


� Need to cover areas of general health and reproductive health of PWDs, HIV, abuse, nutrition, hygiene, sexuality


� Increased Coverage in each phase to be determined based on prevailing local conditions of the respective Partner organization


� Especially meant for organizations who have the capacity to address this and in places where there are such schemes / programmes are in operation


� System in place for ongoing upkeep and replacement of aids and appliances that are user friendly, durable, adjustable / rehabilitation services for all types of disabilities and includes provision of other alternatives / local innovations if a particular intervention is found unsuitable


� Order of priority to children, women and persons with severe disability


� Intensive support could include – early intervention such as therapy (physiotherapy, occupational therapy etc.), ADL, post operative therapy, management / life skills (socio-emotional dev)  linked to the individual’s life needs; Efforts to supply for medication for Mental Illness, seizure disorder (epilepsy), link up with ICDS programme, availing Govt. schemes


� Some more explanations - ensure people have ADLs, orientation and mobility, improve communication (language and listening skills), 


� The % increases from one phase to the other has to be seen in the light of the facilities in the area
