· Under training: Awareness of SSA functioning and its facilities and advocacy to access the same has to be addressed

· Evaluation systems to ensure the CWDs and PWDs are faring well in the schools / institutions

· Availing of Govt. schemes such as scholarships 

· Retention in school: will happen if service and support system is appropriate: Therefore the means of verifications could include: orientation of teachers, peer group programmes, appropriate support in home

· Every child needs appropriate TLMs. Can these be accessed from SSA or can the training centers and Resource Persons develop such TLMs? 

· Help teachers get training from elsewhere under Sarva Shiksa Abhiyan (SSA)

·  If there is a specialized facility in the area the parents could also use that service (especially for children with severe disabilities)
� Children with disabilities to include children with learning disability


� Appropriate – specific and meeting the child’s / adult’s need – also refer to Article 24 of the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, also includes Pre vocational / Vocational Training


� Minimum % in each Phase is specific to project and decided on local reality


� Non Formal includes Pre vocational / Vocational Training


� Procedural changes covers admission, retention, examination systems


� Some of the means to accommodate children with disabilities: teacher trained, appropriate teaching methods, teaching aids made available; Building pressure on SSA to implement existing  provisions on inclusive education


� Appropriate learning aids such as TLM, Braille - slates, books, Taylor Frame, abacus, hearing aid, etc and every enrolled child needs TLM from the beginning
