Taluk level Disability Advocacy Programme (TDAP) 

Visit Report to APD-RCBR, Chintamani and Srinivaspura Taluk, Kolar

Dates of visit – 20th and 21st Aug 2007

Members visited – Mahesh 

Highlight of the visit 

Day 1

1. 35-40 PWD representing the Taluk Disability Federations from Srinivaspura Taluk of APD-RCBR programme were present

2. Mahesh facilitated the session and assisted the group in identifying the day-to-day issues affecting PWDs in their community
3. This was followed by a session in prioritizing the issues

4. We then listed the different Govt. department who had been invited for the ‘Taluka level Adalath” on the 21st Aug at the Thasildhar’s office in Srinivaspura Taluk.

5. The group was then facilitated on the skillful way of presenting the issues to the concerned Govt. department

6. Letters/ memorandums for 6-8 Govt. departments were drafted by the participants

7. At 3pm – Mahesh facilitated a session on RTI (Right to Information Act)
8. We had invited Mr. Kasturi, father of Ms. Vaishnavi from Bangalore to share his personal experiences on using the RTI. 

Day 2
1. 11.45am – We had the Adalath at the Thasildhar’s office in Srinivaspura Taluk.
2. Mr. R. Srinivas – Thasildhar, Mr. Rafiq – Kaigarike Vistheerna Ilakhe, Mr. Venkatesh – Treasury, Mr. Chandrasekar Babu – BEO, Samaja Kalyana Ilakhe, Totagarake Ilakhe, CDPO, Dist. Rehabilitation Office, Food and Civil Supplies, Police, Silk Board, Taluk Panchyat member and others were present

3. PWDs presented their issues and submitted their memorandum to the respective department and a copy of the same was given to the Thasildhar

4. A press note on TDAP was drafted and was circulate to the local press.

Outcome:

1. It was the first time that the PWDs and members of the TDF met with the officials in Srinivaspura Taluk

2. PWDs came to know about the different schemes and programme that they could tap

3. The officials were now aware of the issues faced by PWDs in their Taluk

4. PWDs felt more confident to represent their issues with the Govt.

5. The staff at APD-RCBR felt better equipped to facilitate SHG meeting at village level and to take up issues with the local Govt. through the PWD federation.

6. All the participants were now aware of RTI and have expressed their desire to use RTI to access their rights
