Highlights of Day 1 - Pre-Lunch Session

1. The session started at 10.45am and finished at 05.00pm

2. The participants were seated in 4 groups and the CBR Coordinators in the groups were asked to facilitate the group discussions and ensure that everyone participates.

3. Mahesh presented in brief about the purpose of the Disability Advocacy Programme and on the focus of the 2-day programme - namely – the New Law on Disability and Census 2011
4. Each of the 7 DLI Partners had come with a presentation on chart paper to highlight the achievements/ developments on the advocacy issues (in the areas of Health, Education, Livelihood and Social Security) identified during the previous DAP programme in April 2010. 
5. The presentations were made mostly by DPO representative/ leader from the respective partner NGOs with assistance from the CBR Coordinator. Refer Annexure #7 - Details of the Advocacy Actions undertaken by the DLI Partners from Apr – Sep 2010. 
6. Following the presentations – the 4 groups were asked to discuss on - What did we learn from the presentations? And to identify the follow-up actions in the coming 6 months
Highlights of Day 1 - Post-Lunch Session

1. This session was on the upcoming New Law on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.

2. The groups were asked the following question – “What are the minimum requirements for a person to live a dignified life in the family/ community?”
3. Analysis of the presentations and grouping of responses - under – Civil/ Political/ Socio/ Economic/ Cultural dimension of Rights
4. This was followed by discussions on “How the Persons with Disabilities Act 1995 are addressing these challenges?”

5. A brief background on the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (UNCRPD) and the obligations on India to draft a New Law on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities in line with the Convention

6. Pictorial presentation on Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its linkage to Civil/ Political/ Socio/ Economic/ Cultural Rights and the UNCRPD (copy of the Powerpoint given to EKTA)

5. Presented the Human Rights frame work for Social Change – Refer Annexure #2 -

The key points on “What we would like to see in the New Law”

1. PWDs should get Disability Certificate, Bus Pass, Train Pass, Income Certificate, Identity card at Block level from the BDO – under a single window scheme – within 30 days

2. PWDs should have access to vocational training at Block level and be provided with loans through the office of the BDO

3. The Police should register a ‘Case of Atrocity’  against people/ institution who insult PWDs, when women with disabilities face abuse, violence and torture. This crime should be treated just like how atrocities against persons who are SC/ ST are considered. 

4. When a PWD is born, just like the scheme for a girl child, the State should deposit Rs. 500/- per month until the age of 18 – this money can be used by the PWDs for his/ her education/ livelihood; similarly there should be appropriate insurance scheme for PWDs

5. Effective implementation and monitoring of schemes for PWDs from Block level has to be instituted. Similarly appropriate grievance mechanism needs to be in place at the Block level. Example: Proper/ appropriate utilization of the 3% funds for PWDs, educational and livelihood support for PWDs, access to transport
6. Transport systems has to accessible, affordable and sensitive to PWDs

7. PWDs should be able to use/ cross the roads safely

8. Just like the Disability Camp that is being organized at the Block level, PWDs should be able to get disability pension, IAY (Housing) and other Govt. schemes at the Block level during these camps. This will help in the effective utilization of the schemes.
9. Reservations to ensure political participation of PWDs at Panchayat, Block, District, State and National Level
10. Provision of lands to landless PWDs

11. There should be appropriate mechanisms to create publicity at regular intervals on the Law and the status of persons with disabilities

Common advocacy action points for the coming 6 months – Oct 2011 to Mar 2012
Health

1. Written memorandum submitted by DPO to CDMO – in order to issue disability certificates to PWDs

2. Ensuring the availability of medicines for persons with fits and mental illness at the CHC/ Block level

Education

1. Appointment of trained teaches in schools where CWDs are studying

Livelihood

1. Ensure PWDs get livelihood under MNREGA

Social Security

1. Ensuring the active participation of DPOs in Palli Sabha and Block level meetings

2. Ensuring the access and utilization of the 3% funds reserved for PWDs at Gram Panchayat level

General – New Law
1. Based on the DAP - Submit the first set of Joint written petition by NGOs and DPOs in Koraput - on the issues that needs to be included in New Law to the Members of the Committee, Commissioner Disabilities Orissa,  by 20th of Oct 2010
2. Conduct consultations at block level regarding the New Law be each of the DLI Partner – consolidate the recommendations – and submit the second set of Joint written petition to the above mentioned group 

3. Participate in the State Level Consolation that will be held in Orissa between the 15-20 Dec 2010 – and ensure that points mentioned in the 2 petitions are part of the New Law

General – Census 2011
1. Generate awareness to ensure PWDs are counted during the census by getting in touch the Census Authority at the State and District Levels, training of the enumerators on the question related to disability and generating awareness amongst the community on the need to respond correctly to the question on disability.
