Highlights of Day1:
1. The TDAP was scheduled in Avantika hall – a community hall owned by the Govt. in Lohardaga. However just before the commencing the programme we were informed that the hall has been allotted to another training programme of the Govt. on NREGA. Therefore we had to make last minute rearrangement – and decided to conduct the meeting in the open – in a mango grove adjoining the community hall.

2. There was a good representation of persons with disabilities and their families from all the 11 panchayats covering the field area of LGSS.

3. Based on the Gram Panchayat’s (GP) the participants were seated in 3 Groups – based on the GPs nearest to them. 
4. The highlight of the day was the systematic presentation by Mr. Shamil Oraon, President, Swalambi Viklang Maha Sangha, Lohardaga Block DPO Federation. He made a presentation on the progress made by their federation during the last 6 months. He made a systematic presentation with the help of charts – he highlighted on the actions taken on the 10 Advocacy Actions points identified during the previous TDAP at LGSS in Nov 2009. He mentioned about the ‘Village Exposure Visits’ – whereby the members of DPOs one village went to their neighbouring village to get to know the status and issues affecting persons with disabilities. He mentioned that this process helped the federation in consolidating 22 key issues affecting persons with disabilities in the project area. Based on this, a 15 member delegation from the Federation met with the Commissioner Disabilities in Ranch on 17th May 2010. The Commissioner’s office in turn has provided a response on 7th Jun 2010 to each of the 22 issues mentioned by the federation.
5. Everyone appreciated the efforts of the Swalambi Viklang Maha Sangha, Lohardaga in working systematically in lobbying for their rights.
6. This was followed by the presentations by the DPO leaders representing the 7 different partner NGOs of CBR Forum from Jharkhand and Bihar.
7. This was followed by group discussions where the members had to discussion and present on – What they learnt from the presentations? What are the specific action points that need to be addressed in the coming 6-months?

8. During the Group discussions – the reporters from the Media – from the newspaper and TV – such as Hindustan, Dainik Jagaran,  ETV etc had a parallel interview with DPO leaders and invitees

10. Legal Awareness Programme by Justice PK Chourasiya, Secretary - DLSA – District Legal Service Authority, Lohardaga

11. The day’s proceedings was shared by Mr. Shamil Oraon, President, Swalambi Viklang Maha Sangha, Lohardaga Block to Justice PK Chourasiya

12. Justice PK Chourasiya appreciated the efforts of the federation in meeting and submitting a written demand with 22 points - to the Commissioner, Disabilities. He provided insights on how to follow-up and respond to the evasive replies given by the Commissioner Disabilities. He has also offered his and DLSA’s support and guidance to the federation in organising Legal Aid Programmes at village/ panchayat levels.

Review of Day 01 of Advocacy Programme

1. Initiatives taken by DPO was excellent

Specific Advocacy Plans of Partner NGO for the next 6 Months:

1. Disability certificate for persons with hearing impairment – appointment of medical board at District Level 

2. Make a list of PWDs who should be included in the BPL list and submit the same to CO – Circle Office at Block Level

3. Bank to relocate to ground floor or set up temporary counter in ground floor on specified day/s of the month for disbursement of Disability Pension/ Opening/ for bank transactions – letter by DPO to Bank Manager/ Lead Bank Manager/ Regional Head Quarter of the Bank/ Dist. Collector

4. DPOs to - Ensure all eligible PWDs get Job card; Ensure PWDs apply for  Jobs under MNREGA 

5. Under Total Sanitation Programme – lobby to ensure toilets are accessible and meets the individual needs of PWDs

6. DPO Federation to follow-up on the reply given by the Commissioner Disability on the 22 issues – by using RTI and contacting DLSA

7. Enrolment of Children with Disabilities in school with the DPOs

8. Ensure DPO access the aids and appliances from BDO office

9. Active participation of DPOs in Grama Sabha meeting

10. Ensure BDO has the monthly meeting with PWDs

Common action points for all other partners - 

1. DPOs -identify the list of issues faced by PWDs and submit to the Commissioner

2. Using RTI as a tool to gather information 
3. Establish contact with DLSA

4. Census 2011

5. Follow-up on the progress on New Law

List of 22 Demands submitted by the Federation 17th May 2010
Swalambhi Viklang Mahasang, Bhandra, Lohardaga has submitted a 22 point demand to the BDO, District Collector and State Disability Commisioner Jharkhand (in May 2010).

The list of demands is listed below:

1. Construction of Ramp at every community place/building

2. Increase of Swami Vivekanand Motivational Money from Rs.200/- to Rs.400/-

3. Every PWD’s should be provided PWD ration card

4. BPL facility to be ensured to every PWD

5. Drinking water facility should be accessible by PWD’s

6. Communication facility should be improved and be easily accessible by PWD’s

7. Sitting facility should be available to PWD’s at Schools

8. All eligible PWD’s should be provided railway pass

9. Job Card should be provided to all PWD’s of age greater than 18 years for working in MNREGA

10. PWD’s having Job Card should be provided work in MNREGA

11. Facility should be given to PWD’s under Poverty Eradication Program

12. Bank facility should be available in the Ground Floor for accessibility of PWD’s

13. DPO’s should be linked with SGSY

14. Provision of free application forms to PWD’s for obtaining disabled certificate, income certificate, residential certificate, pension application forms etc.

15. Trained Teachers should be appointed in schools for teaching CWD’s

16. Syllabus curricula should be appropriate for PWD’s and CWD’s

17. Provision of HI Certificate to the disabled at district level

18. Provision of non-formal education centre for illiterate people

19. CWD’s parents should be provided economic benefits

20. 3% reservation facilities to PWD’s in Govt. Jobs

21. Provision of respectful living to PWD’s

22. Conducting Problem Solving Day meeting at a fixed date every month at Block and District Level.
