The programme started by 10:30am with the prayer by Mrs. Siddamma.  
Mr.Krishna Naik Coordinator of GASS welcomed the participants. Mrs.Amali briefly introduced to the group about the previous TDAP.  Mr. Mahesh explained the main purpose of the adhalath programme and development during the two years period. 

Presentation by the DPO/ Partner on the progress of their advocacy plans during the last 6 months:

GASS Korategere project made the presentation. It was presented by Mrs. Shailaja VRW and Mr. Kumar VRW

· Federation given memorandum to District Health officer regarding “mental health treatment and drugs are not available in taluk hospital” 

Impact: Mental health drugs of two types  are available in taluk hospital

· Federation given memorandum to Block education officer regarding “organizing medical assessment camp” 

Impact:
· Assessment camp was done by education departmetnt

· 20 CWDs   have  got disability ID cards 

· 4 CWDs selected for corrective surgery 

· Training to VRWs and Junior health assistants 

Impact: Junior health assistants are visiting the severely disabled children’s family, VRWs are working properly 

· Federation given memorandum to Executive officer regarding Site to PWDs in their villages 
Impact:  Executive officer sent a letter to all Grama Panchayaths to identify the Govt. land  to allot site to PWDs 

· Federation given memorandum to executive officer about ramp system in all departments 

Impact: Executive officer  had sent a  letter to all Govt. Departments  to put a ramp system in their offices 

Other areas of progress during this period have been:

· Thasildhar has sent a letter to revenue department about Anthodaya ration for needy PWDs and their families. 

·  DPOs have been formed  at Hobli level 

· Municipal department given 3% fund to PWDs Example: wheel chair, 1 Limb, 2 PWDs are taken loan for establishing a small hotel/ eatery, 
· 25 loan applications were submitted to BCM and SC/ST corporation 
Some of the thoughts presented by the invitees are:

After the presentation Mr.Mahesh gave some suggestions – that the report has to be prepared and presented by the DPO leader/s and the presentation should also mention the process adopted to achieve the above impact and give equal attention to achievement and failure.  
Mrs. Sunandamma, IERT from education department  addressed the group – mentioned that that  all the Government schools have built ramp system under SSA and 12 schools have got grant for special toilets with accessibility - but the toilets are yet to be built.  All CWD are applied for scholarship and the children between 6 to 14 years are enrolled in the local government schools. But the regular teachers find difficult to teach the children with hearing impairment, visually impaired and mental retardation.   
Mr. Shivarama Naik addressed the group saying GASS is working in this area from past 6 years and created awareness to DPOs and their parents.   Reservation of 3% fund is not given to PWDs because the newly elected GP members are not aware of this rule. So, they need training to understand the various Acts.   GP members,  Panchayath Development Officers, Presidents and Secretaries  have to undergo the training programme.  
Mr. Krishna Naik from GASS asked Mr. Shivaram Naik to give membership to PWDs in PLD bank. Mr. Shiva rama Naik told that a person holing agriculture land only could become the members of PLD bank. Those who have the land can become the member and avail the facilities. He mentioned that we also take  application to Yasaswini Health Insurance  scheme. 
Mr. Nayaz pasha, Vice president of Akiramapura Gramapanchayat addressed the group saying that “3% fund and site to PWDs will be discussed in our Grama panchayath meeting”.
After the speeches, the participants were divided by “Hobli” to discuss the problems affecting their lives.

After lunch each of the “Hobli” group made their presentations:
CN Durga  Hobli and Holovunahalli Block

Health

· Primary Health centre is not there in the  Hobali head quarter
· 50% of PWDs do not have Disability ID cards.

· PWMI and epilepsy are not getting medicines 
· Pregnant women’s are not taking nutritious food.

· Govt. doctors neglect and do not treat the PWDs 
· Junior health assistants and ASHA workers are not visiting the severely disabled children’s family.

· Junior health assistants and ASHA workers are not aware about prevention of disability.

· Gramapanchyat members are not   aware of the disabilities needs
Suggestions/ opinions expressed by the participants 

· Health department  need to open  sub unit  in C. N Durga hobali  since it is a head quarter

· Junior Health assistants and ASHA workers and VRWs need training about prevention of disability and causes of disability.

· Federation has to submit memorandum to District Health Officer to get Mental Health treatment and drugs at taluk hospital.

Education 
· Lack of training  to volunteers in the Home Based Programme and school teachers about special education 
· Education department does not provide suitable aids & appliance and teaching materials to PWDs.
· PWDs students facing transport problem to their higher education.
· Speech and hearing impaired students are admitted but not learning anything in regular schools.

· PWDs are not involving in sports and cultural activities.

· Education department  must  provide reservation in hostels  
·  Need follow up of home based education.

Suggestions/ opinions expressed by the participants 

· Key leaders to visit the special toilets that have been constructed.

· Need to do  follow up the Home Based Education programme 

· Federation   has to give memorandum to KSRTC department regarding transport facilities.
· Federation has to pressurize the political leaders   regarding the   transport facilities. 
Livelihood 
· PWDs are facing unemployment problem
· Problem to get Vocational training with local resource in the Block
· Banks are not giving loan facility to PWDs
· PWDs are not taking job card in NREGS and this scheme as a whole does not work in the District
· Lack of leadership quality
· Lack of Legal awareness

 Suggestions/ opinions expressed by the participants 

· GASS and Enable India  continue with the  job placement
· Old SHGs needs to return the money to a bank, then only bank will  provide loan
· 25 loan applications are submitted to BCM Corporation and need follow up
· 3% Grama Panchayath fund  need  to be  utilized according to the needs of PWDs 
· Training on NREGS activities
· New leaders have to be trained  

· Contact CDPO office for PWDs, women’s, and senior citizens Legal Help line center at taluk level 
Mr. Devraj from Basic Needs India explained about the development related to ‘mental health’ to participants.  

· In all over Karnataka only 18 districts have psychiatrist doctors

· In taluk hospital you try to conduct mental health camp with the support from NIMHANS team

· Federation should communicate with taluk hospital superintendent to include the mental health drugs with the intend

· Asked to write the grievances faced at the taluk hospital and gave addressed of Departments to which this grievance has to be posted

· Health and family welfare department has developed awareness materials on mental health and it is available at the  District Health Office

· Every Monday 8:30 am to 9:00 am Psychiatrist doctors speak about mental health in Chandana TV and anybody can you ask question directly to the doctors.

Agenda: 01. Welcome and self introduction
The programme was started   with prayer by Mr.  Manjunath. Then Mrs.Amali welcomed all the gathered members and explained the activities of the second day.  Then all the participants introduced   themselves. 

Agenda: 02a. Review of day 1 

The participants shared their feedback of Day1:

Mr.Ramesh, NAB: This adhalat programme was different since it was organized at panchayat level, the experiences were different

Venkatesh: Problems were identified by the PWDs and the solutions also planned by them. It was a good process

Nagaraj:  DPO’s are new in this programme. Our responsibility is to build the new people

Lokesh: Absence of government officials were the disappointment

Shrishyla APD: Pre planning is needed to achieve the goal

Shamla VEDs : GASS works at the taluk level apart from the three GPs. So many new people came to know about the programme.  So the new PWDs were not active. This is a good experience to all the partners also to work at the taluk level
Lakshmidevamma: PWDs identified the problems. They lack leadership quality and they can not solve the problems by themselves. They need the support of GASS

Krishna Naik:  Usually for TDAP,   regular people come, but this time all are new. The impact of the previous TDAP, there are changes taking place at the government department level for sites, ration cards, ramps and built good rapport, at the taluk level.  Though we are not able to provide door to door services at the taluk level , yet through TDAP most of the PWDs are getting knowledge.
Ravi Naik: PWDs gained knowledge. Local government officials should have participated in the programme

Mrs.Amali: submission of memorandum on  sites to PWDs  was the good initiative. The first presentation by GASS Korategere was not clear with certain points. Still preparation needs   more attention

Mr.Manjunath: An application was submitted to the  thasildar to put ramps in all public places and he has sent a letter to all the government departments. So it is improving

Mr.Mahesh: As PWDs have come from the new area the Programme was not conducted as per the plan.  The plan was changed according to the groups needs. CBR workers have to prepare and plan first. Now the VRWs are working in the areas. Many of the invitees such as the PRI members from 5 GPs and IERTs (teachers) from the Block who were expected did not come according and this has affected the programme. If GP members were present, we could have discussed about the NRGEs programme and if the teachers were present we could have about the educational status. Many of the participants were new. The progress were presented by VRWs and staff of GASS and not DPO Leader, therefore there is a need to develop new DPO leaders in the project area.  He said he is also aware that many of the DPO leaders have got employment and are working in Bangalore and that there is a need to develop 2nd level of leaders for the programme. He mentioned that there is a need to plan better and improve for the next Adhalat programme.
Mrs. Amali shared that during the first the team took more care and did the pre planning meeting and preparation was done with the key leaders.  In future, for the next   programme proper arrangement will be made. And we will invite VRWs and key leaders and discuss with them and plan for the programme. Govt. officials may come or may not, but this is not in our hand. 

Mr. Gowardhan: CBR workers have to   train   PWDs to ask questions and to understand the problems. 

Mr.Mahesh shared that DPOs/ PWDs need to get training on RTI. VRWs cannot use RTI application since they are employed by the government.

· Training conducted about 3% reservation at Gundalpete taluk panchayat
Carmal Vidya Vikas Kendra:  Presented by Mr.Chenna Basava, DPO Leader
· Conducted Adhalath programme: 150 PWDs and 30 officials participated. Pre planning for this programme was done with PWDs. Lingappa from APD participated and assisted in preparing the people. There was more Women with disabilities who participated in the programme.

· Impact of the above programme: 
· 3  volunteers were selected for Home Based programme
· Student  are getting scholarship 

· Medical assessment is done 

· 15 PWDs have got Rs.1000/ pension in a same day  

· Two days training programme to ANMs and Asha workers by Mr.Ranganath ADD

· Memorandum was submitted to Executive Officer about 3% reservation

· 3 PWDs got job under NRGES
· Street play training to federation members 

APD:  Srishyla (Staff) and Srinivas, DPO Leader
· Conducted training to IERT teachers for 5 days regarding deafness
· Taluk Adhalat programme was conducted and doing follow up
· Conducted workshop to VRW s& MRWs on orientation on disability
· Training to local people early identification of disabilities and its types. 12 of the members were participated.

· Summer camp - from April 22nd to May 12. In these days 89 of the children participated 

· Child rights camp for CWD was not completed. It is planned for September.

· Preparation for district Ahaalth programme

VEDS Pavagada: Lalitha, DPO Leader
· 5 GP level Adhalt programmes were conducted

· Done rally at taluk level to access the 3% funds that is reserved at GP level. Now in 33 GPs this is implemented and amounts ranging from Rs.5000 to Rs.15000/- have been allotted to PWDs
· Training to SDMC members (School).  Ramp system has been provided and scholarships applications have been submitted for CWDs
· NRGEA - 178 PWDs got job cards and through this scheme – the PWDs are working in own land.

· Conducted training to RTI to federation
· One PWD won in the election with the support of the federation

Thondebhavi (GASS) : Mr.Venkatesh 
· Block level federation is formed at Thondebavi block. 
· NRGES - 37 PWDs have got job cards. Among them 16 of them have worked and earned money

· Newly identified 10 children with severely disabled are in SSA programme 

· Job placement- Enable India is a NGO they given training to PWDs and place them in company/ factory. Job placement - screening programme in which 66 PWDs participated; 14 members have got jobs

· We could notice the changes in government offices after the adhalat programme

Mr. Mahesh informed about the current developments that could impact the lives of all PWDs in the country. 

· New Law on Disability

· Census 2011 and Disability

New Law on Disability: Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment (MSJE) have constituted a committee on 30th April 2010 to draft a New Law on Disability in line with UNCRPD. The Committee plans to submit the draft law to MSJE by end of December. It is important that we a members of the Civil Society and organizations working with PWDs/ DPOs have to make all out efforts to ensure the aspirations of PWDs especially from the rural areas are included in the New Law and ensure these concerns are reach the members of the Committtee during the drafting process.

Census 2011 and Disability: Census 2011 is going to happen in Feb 2011. This time the question on disability is Question No. 9 and there are codes to log 8 types of disability and one of them is ‘Any Other’. All these create a favourable grounds for more number of PWDs being counted in the Census 2011. Once again it is our responsibility as members of the civil society that all the PWDs are accurately counted during this Census.
Mrs. Amali informed that National Trust has appointed Seva-in-Action as its new State Nodal Agency.
